ii. Review of Procedures – S. Strayer distributed a handout, “Review of A&S Curriculum Committee Procedures” to re-acquaint members with the process.  The handout is attached.  In addition, R. Myers requested that distributions be double-sided for conservation.
iii. A&S Representative to Graduate Council – S. Strayer will inquire about adding a student representative to this committee.
F. S. Strayer reported there has been a request from E. O’Hara-Mays to select a representative from the College of Arts and Sciences to serve on the Graduate Council.  Committee members will solicit interested parties from their departments and submit names to S. Strayer, who will conduct an online vote.

G. Distance Education offerings and Clearfield campus – R. Myers raised a question about a request from Clearfield to offer ENGL 110 online for the spring semester.  This is a course which the English Department believes should not be delivered via distance education due to the nature of the course content.  There was general discussion about Clearfield requests for online versus face-to-face courses for the spring.  It was agreed that a department cannot be forced to offer a course via distance education.
Dean White raised a related issue regarding whether or not online courses are appropriate for first-year students, given the extra challenge of online learning.
