Unfinished Business:





N. Berry gave a brief description of the CIS changes to the General Education Proposal.  The departmental chairs of Education and Human Services and Judy Elliott were invited to attend the CIS meeting.  The CIS only made two minor changes to the General Education Proposal.  N. Berry moved that the UCC approve the document; second by A. Hoberman.  Motion carried.  N. Berry moved that this new program not be implemented until all the procedures for determining how the changes will be implemented be put in writing; second by T. Brink.  Motion carried.  It was suggested the Chair forward the General Education Proposal to Ted Forbes, President of APSCUF, Larry Flint, President of the SCC.  It was also suggested that the Chair meet with Ted Forbes, Larry Flint and Luke Lorenz, President Elect of the SCC.


Chair reported the following:  Masters in Education - the only graduate courses that would need approval would be the Arts & Science Liberal Arts courses, and they would be addressed in the response from the MLA committee.  M.Ed. does not use this type of course in their program.  Chair met with the MLA committee.  This committee indicated that it would be hard to pin down standards because of their diverse types of programs.
