C.  Chairperson's Report: The Chair reported the following:

1. The President and the Provost approved the following programs:

a. HLTH415 Introduction to Pharmacology

b. HONR501 Mathematics in Contemporary Society

c. JOUR210 Legal Writing

d. JOUR205 Computer Mediated Writing

e. HLTH335 Teaching Drug Education

2. Leadership Studies Minor was approved by SSHE on May 11, 1998.
3. General Education – Implementation is our main duty.  We have to develop some standards or procedures.  We need to decide how courses will be designated, how they will fit into plan and their criteria.  The President approved what we sent to him and added a component for external experiences.  Dr. Stewart gave the following timeline:
a. First semester – Identify which courses meet the general education criteria and develop criteria for writing emphasis, multicultural and information literacy courses.

b. Second semester – Identify which courses count as writing emphasis, multicultural and information literacy courses.

We need to define the external experience requirement.  Is it external to the classroom or external to the University?  Dr. Willis has charged Dr. Stewart with getting General Education implemented this year.  Volunteers for the Ad Hoc Committee on General Education are:  A. Gray, R. Johnson, P. Podol, N. DeLavan, S. Boland, J. Wheeler, and M. Seeber.

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F. Unfinished Business:
1. By-Laws of Graduate Council - We need to develop specific procedures for students requiring probationary status or dismissal. 2. Time limit on proposals coming before the CIS - There is no solution at this time and maybe we could revisit this item at the next meeting.
