A.  Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve the agenda was made by D. Lynch; second by S. Chang.  Motion carried.

B.  Approval of Minutes of September 10, 1998:  Motion to approve by S. Malin.  Second by D. Campbell with the following changes to the attendance list:  P. Matthews replaces L. Magent, S. Malin replaces F. Caimi, R. Johnson replaces A. Gray and A. Gray replaces A. Hoberman.

C.  Chairperson's Report: The Chair reported the following:

1. General Education – The subcommittee will meet for the first time next Tuesday, September 29th.
2. A letter was sent to Luke Lorenz, President of the SCC, requesting two student representatives.

3. Elections – According to the UCC by-laws, there is to be a total of six members of the CIS.  Two faculty members from Arts & Science, two faculty members from Education and Human Services, the Vice Chairperson of the UCC and one management (non-voting) representative.  S. Boland has declined representation on the CIS since there was one faculty member too many for Arts & Science and she was the last person nominated.  There also needs to be a management representative for the CIS.  The Chair will check with R. Johnson and R. Stewart to see whom the management representative should be.

4. The Chair received a memo from R. Stewart stating that GEOS501 was not approved because the faculty member that was going to teach it was no longer employed with the University.  The Department of Geology and Physics stated that the person that was hired as a replacement is qualified to teach this course.  There was discussion regarding the courses belonging to departments and not faculty members.

5. The Chair received no new course approvals.

D.  Curriculum Integration Subcommittee Report:  None

E. Curriculum, Program and Degree Development: There was a question as to how long a 501 course was “on the books” if it is not taught.

F. Unfinished Business:
1. Time limit on proposals coming before the CIS – This is to be left up the discretion of the CIS.

2. Academic Passport - Dr. Smalley can come and discuss Artsys but needs to wait until the details are known regarding the Academic Passport before he comes to talk to us.  It was suggested that Dr. Stewart speak to the UCC regarding this.

3. Sub-Committee for Syllabus Format – T. Brink stated that they are still meeting but have come upon some problems with the Social Work Program requirements.  The sub-committee will discuss these with that department.
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G. New Business:
1. Dr. Way’s concern over time frame for summer courses - There was discussion over minutes of instruction.  N. Berry suggested that this should be sent to the Academic Standards Committee.  The consensus of committee members was that individual faculty members should be responsible for the time frame for their courses.
