A.  Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve the agenda was made by S. Chang; second by P. Podol.  Motion carried.

C.  Chairperson's Report:

4. The Chair received no new course approvals.

5. General Education Committee - A. Gray forwarded a motion which reads as follows:

Each department be sent a copy of the list of courses currently approved for general education and a copy of the newly approved criteria for general education courses in each area.  Each department will be instructed to determine which of its courses meet the new criteria.  The departments shall deliver the following materials to Mark Seeber, chair of the UCC prior to the November 12th UCC meeting.

1. A list of all courses that meet the new criteria.

2. A copy of the current syllabus for each of these courses.

3. A brief rationale for the addition or removal of any courses from the current list.

The CIS will recommend acceptance or rejection of these new lists and the UCC will vote on that recommendation as soon as possible.  Second by K. Thompson.

A friendly amendment from B. Young to scratch “or removal” from item 3. was seconded by D. Campbell.  K. Thompson called for the question.  Motion carried.

D.  Curriculum Integration Subcommittee Report: 

N. Berry moved to approve the following:
