A.  Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve the agenda was made by B. Black; second by T. Brink.  Motion carried.

B.  Approval of Minutes of October 22, 1998:  Motion to approve the minutes was made by S. Chang; second by S. Malin.  Change Kelly Matthews to Kelly Mathews.  Motion carried.

C.  Chairperson's Report:
1. The Chair received an E-mail from J. Smalley stating that Tel-R prerequisites have changed from what was in the catalog because of problems students were having getting in.  There are other ways of getting into a course without necessarily meeting the prerequisite such as testing out.

2. The Provost did not approve GEOS501 Aqueous Environmental Geochemistry.  D. Campbell requested the Chair to check on MCOM220 Communicating Criminal Procedures.

3. General Education Committee:  The Chair has brought what he has received to give to N. Berry for the CIS to approve.

D.  Curriculum Integration Subcommittee Report: 

N. Berry moved to approve the following:

1. CHEM501 Molecular Models and Organic Syntheses on the Computer.

2. The Master of Education Program of Study revision with the stipulation that the program revision be reviewed in September 2000.

Motion carried.

N. Berry reported that the CIS voted to:

1. Table the Proposal for a Restructured Major in Political Science.

2. Table POLI3—Congress and the Presidency.

3. Send to arbitration:  Changes in Elementary Program regarding changes in requirement of Social Foundations of Education; EDUC1—Introduction to Elementary Education; EDUC204 The Elementary School; and EDUC3—Classroom Management in the Elementary and Middle School Setting.

4. Return the Associate of Science Degree in Radiologic Technology to the proposer for revision.
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E. Curriculum, Program and Degree Development:  There was a brief discussion about bumping classrooms around and availability of vehicles.

F. Unfinished Business:  

Academic Passport – In October 1997, Dr. Stewart was asked to chair a committee on Articulation by the System office.  The Academic Passport is a high priority of the Board of Governors and Community Colleges.  The legislators and the community colleges feel that we are not transfer friendly.  What they feel we should have is a seamless transfer.  They are accredited by Middle States and we are accredited by Middle States.  If a student transfers with an AA or AS Degrees then we should accept those credits.  If a student transfers with credits but not a degree, we need to accept the credits that are counted towards general education.  D grades will be counted because we count D grades here.  Dr. Stewart stated that January 1999 we are to go before the Board of Governors with a policy statement.
