Allison nominated B. Black who declined; D. Campbell nominated P. Podol who declined; M. Seeber nominated P. Matthews who declined; and D. Campbell nominated J. Wheeler who accepted.  C. Bromberg moved to close the nominations; D. Lynch seconded.  C. Bromberg moved that the secretary cast the ballot; D. Lynch seconded.  Motion carried.

Nominations for the Secretary: D. Lynch nominated B. Young who declined, M. Seeber nominated B. Black who accepted.  D. Campbell moved to close the nominations; second by D. Lynch.  C. Bromberg moved that the secretary cast the ballot; D. Lynch seconded.  Motion Carried.

B.  Approval of Minutes of November 12, 1998: Motion to approve the minutes was made by N. Berry; second by T. Brink.  A number of changes were made to the CIS Report.  T. Brink moved to approve the changes to the minutes; second by B. Black.  The minutes will be revised and reissued.  Motion carried.

C.  Chairperson's Report:
1. CHEM501 and M.Ed. Program of Study were sent on.

D.  Curriculum Integration Subcommittee Report: 

N. Berry moved to approve the following:

4. Removal of courses from the catalog offerings for the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education

Motion carried.
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N. Berry reported that the CIS discussed procedures for reviewing department course list for the revised General Education Program.  It was noted that they received 146 Syllabi and the only significant change was that one new course was proposed to meet the speech requirements, MCOM100. There were also a lot of courses removed from the list of the requirements for health and wellness, mainly all the recreation courses and all the courses in health science. The only course remaining is HPED060 Wellness for Life.

N. Berry would like to bring before the entire group the CIS concerns as to how the subcommittee should proceed.  Namely, is it the CIS’s responsibility, since apparently the departments did not, to go through each and every syllabus to see if it does meet the criteria or are we to assume the integrity of the department?  Where should we go from here?  There are some items not sent in yet.  At this time, we are just approving those courses that meet general education requirements, and we are not addressing multicultural, information literacy, or writing emphasis.  C. Bromberg moved that the bullets for each department and a listing of the courses are sent to each department chair; second by D. Campbell.  The CIS would like to know if they are supposed to be doing any reviewing.  J. Wheeler made a friendly amendment to the motion that copies be made of the Syllabus and put on closed reserve in the Library; second by C. Bromberg.  Amendment carried.  Amended motion carried.

D. Campbell reported that he has met with the Elementary and Secondary Education Department and the Music Department and that arbitration is pending.

E. Curriculum, Program and Degree Development:  No Discussion

G. New Business:  

1. Experiential Education Component of General Education – The committee has put together a starting point for what this experience should be and a list of things that would be included and are about to send it to all faculty via e-mail with a plea for suggestions, comments, additions.
