4. A motion was made by M. Cloud; second by D. Campbell to leave the proposal language as is – Transfer the responsibilities of the Graduate Curriculum Integration Subcommittee to the existing Curriculum Integration Subcommittee of UCC.  Motion carried.

5. W. Eisenhauer will draft a summary of the changes to vote on at the next UCC meeting.

6. R. Stewart asked that on a future UCC agenda there be discussion of the proliferation of and rationale behind Higher GPA requirements in some programs.
