It will be the responsibility of 

the chairperson of the department sending forth the proposal to make certain that 


the date is revised as the syllabus works its way through the curricular process 


and various changes are made to the document.



When the syllabus is presented at the UCC,  approval by the CIS of the syllabus 


as presented, would imply that the date on the syllabus at that time would be 


acceptable.  If however the syllabus is approved with revisions, the revised 


syllabus should reflect the new date.  At that time of UCC approval, the words 


“Draft syllabus last revised” would be removed and the words “Syllabus 



Approved by UCC:  date of approval”.



The author or editor of the document should NOT use auto updating for 
the date 

or the insert date function in MS Word.  The date should be manually changed as 

versions of a document work their way through the curricular process.  The date 


included in the version accepted by CIS and UCC will be official after the 


Provost and President have approved that draft of the syllabus.  Motion carried 


with the above amendments.
