1) Administrative Expectations regarding assessment language – R. Johnson answered questions regarding the evolving standards for documentation of outcome driven assessment language to be incorporated into course syllabi, when changes or new courses are requested.  Dr. Johnson reported that he has no specific standard and that it does need to be data driven.  He stated that faculty perception that a change was needed, based upon qualitative experience with students was sufficient.  Several options in format and location for documenting outcome driven assessment language were discussed by those present.  Suggestions included: 
a) incorporate language into the section requesting documentation for rationale and impact in the existing syllabi format, 
b) modify the ‘blue sheet’ to include a place for documentation of outcome driven assessment language as part of the signature approval process, 

c) incorporate the language into the SSHE required 5 year review reports, 
d) incorporate the language into the SSHE 1 year review reports, 
e) develop method for use of  ‘triple D’ model currently used by education.
  Consensus was not reached. 

2) General Education – Elsa Winch advised the group that the current liaison between the General Education Subcommittee and the Outcomes Assessment Committee (John Reid) had resigned. She nominated Cori Meyer (current chair of the Outcomes Assessment Committee) to serve in that capacity.  The nomination was passed on a Miller/Strayer motion. 
3) Use of PDF format for syllabi distribution – T. Brink advised the group that some requests have been made to standardize syllabus distribution through the use of PDF (Portable Document Format).  The reason cited was to eliminate problems with formatting and undesired changes inherent in Microsoft Word.  Discussion ensued.  T. Brink will check into software cost and possibility of university purchase and support of a multiple site license.
