A question was asked regarding the status of the proposal for a Master’s Degree in Education: Educational Leadership.  C. Jenkins responded that he did not know the status at this time, since the update given by T. Ormond at the last UCC meeting.

Unfinished Business:  


     1. K. Kline noted that faculty in her department are working on reforming the guidelines for ethics that appear in the general education outcomes statement.  On behalf of her department, she requested that final approval on that document be withheld until the new language regarding ethics is provided for that document.  

     2. E. Winch reviewed the approval process and provided history on the generation of the general education outcomes.  She also noted that the general education outcomes document should be considered a working document at this point.  She stated that the OAC (Outcomes Assessment Committee) currently has the document and is reviewing it and working on revisions.  She stated that the revised document would come back to UCC for final approval, once OAC has made revisions. 
H.     New Business:  

     1.  L Reitz noted that faculty in her department struggle with using the new course template as guidance.  Clearer articulation of expected language would be appreciated. 

 2.  R. Harnishfeger noted that the form for Verification of EE requires some clarification regarding the number of units of EE proposed for approval.  

 3.  T. Brink stated that clarification regarding discrepancies between faculty expertise to supervise the EE and faculty willingness to supervise the EE is also required on the EE verification form.

    4.  T. Brink stated that he is in the process of reviewing UCC templates, Bylaws, and forms for consistency and accuracy.  He has removed the new course template and other forms from the ‘staffapps’ location.  Now the forms and templates are only available at the UCC website.  T. Brink will bring the revised, ‘cleaned up’ documents for consideration to a future meeting, once draft revisions are complete. 

   5.  K. Kline requested that UCC members be given opportunity to review the revised documents prior to the meeting where they will be discussed.  T. Brink stated that he would make them available for review prior to the meeting where they will be discussed.
