H.     New Business:  

     1.  K. Kline stated that the Philosophy Department wishes to change the language in the Proposed Learning Outcomes for General Education document and made a motion to change the wording of the “Ethics” statement under “3) Responsible” to read:  Students will be familiar with the skills, modes of inquiry, research tools and theoretical knowledge that will enable them to make well-reasoned, responsible decisions, and act in accordance with high ethical standards in their personal, professional and civic lives.   

W. Eisenhauer seconded the motion and the floor was opened for discussion.  Several members offered suggestions for wording.  The “measurability’ of the statement was also discussed.  The final wording for this statement, which passed with a unanimous vote reads:  b) Ethics:  Students will demonstrate knowledge of the skills, modes of inquiry, research tools, and theories that will enable them to make well-reasoned, responsible decisions, and act in accordance with high ethical standards in their personal, professional and civic lives. 
J. Meek will re-distribute the Proposed Learning Outcomes for General Education and include the changes made at this meeting.  The document will also be posted on the main assessment web page: (http://www.lhup.edu/planning-and-assessment/ assessment/ assessment.htm).

2.  M. Khalequzzaman made a motion, seconded by S. Berard, to add the word “religion” to this same document, Section 3) Responsible – d) Interpersonal.  This statement, which passed with a unanimous vote, will now read:  d) Interpersonal:  Students will relate respectfully and work well with others, including those different from themselves in background, gender, ethnicity, religion or culture.

3.  T. Brink mentioned that there will not be another meeting in November and that the final meeting for this semester will be on December 13.


4.  C. Rehn shared that there has been a change in how students register for the math placement test and asked departments to please urge their students to follow the new procedure.  Students will not be able to register for a math course if they have not passed the placement test with an appropriate score and if they have not taken any necessary pre-requisites.  Information about the procedure and the table needed to interpret the scores are on the math placement website.  Directions on how to take and re-take the test are also included there.

It was brought up that some majors do not include any free electives and if their students require a math remediation course they are forced to graduate with 123 or 126 credits.  It was noted that extra remedial math courses have been scheduled for the spring to aid students in their ability to fit them in.  R. Johnson clarified that the 120 credits to graduate assumes that a student is ‘college ready.’  If one is not, then they need to expect to take extra credits to achieve readiness.  As all math courses list that appropriate math placement scores must be achieved or that there is a pre-requisite to a course, students have been made aware of the requirements.  As a general practice, if there is a requirement for a course or a pre-requisite, it needs to be listed in the course description in the catalog, thus fulfilling the legal responsibility of the University.
