F. Curriculum, Program and Degree Development:  Nothing at this time.
· T. Brink reported on:  SOCW110 Diverse Populations and Groups – Addition to the General Education Offerings for Sociology, Anthropology, and Geography.  Sometime ago the UCC accepted this request.  It needs to go to the full faculty for a vote.  A mailbox is in the process of being set up to accept faculty responses; however, some difficulty is being experienced in the set-up process.  Hopefully the technical difficulties will soon be resolved and a notice will be sent to all faculty members to cast their votes.  Once the faculty has voted to approve or disapprove it, the item will go to the Provost. 
G. Unfinished Business:  Nothing at this time.      
H. New Business:
· K. Kline announced for information:  When you look at the fall schedule under Speech, you’ll see several sections of a course called, “Introduction to Communication,” SPCH100.  This course was approved several years ago to satisfy the Speech General Ed requirements.  In order to accommodate the administration’s request for additional seats in Speech, the faculty in that area decided to offer this course in quantity, rather than Public Speaking, in the fall. Please share with your departments and students that SPCH100 meets the Gen Ed requirements for Speech.  Also, SPCH100 is often cross listed as MCOM100 – not this fall, but this summer during the first session.  When that happens, it is actually one course.  Half of the students sign up for SPCH100 and half for MCOM100 – it’s cross listed.  It’s the same course, the same instructor, the same location.  If there are students looking for a Speech course for the first summer session, direct them to MCOM100.  The SPCH100 class is filled, but there are still seats remaining in MCOM100.  
· Is MCOM100 approved for Information Literacy?  No.

· Is MCOM100 listed as being approved for Gen Ed?  Yes, it is.  But it may not be listed in every department’s degree audits. A request was sent to the registrar’s office to verify that MCOM100/SPCH100 shows up on all degree audits in all of the respective programs as meeting the Speech requirement. If a Department Chair finds that it is not listed, they may want to send a note to the registrar to do so. 
· T. Brink reminded the UCC that the April 9th meeting will be the last meeting of this academic year to make a distribution of curricular material to be considered at the final meeting on April 23rd.
