A. Approval of Agenda:  The Agenda was approved on a W. Eisenhauer/M. Grass motion. 
B. Approval of Minutes from March 26, 2009:  The minutes were approved on a L. Long/M. Grass motion.
C. Chairperson’s Report – T. Brink provided the following report:
1. HPED425 Elementary Student Teaching and Professional Practicum – Renumber to HPED493 – Revision for NCATE & PDE to maintain consistency in numbering of all teacher education student teaching sections – Approved
2. HPED427 Secondary Student Teaching and Professional Practicum – Renumber to HPED494 – Revision for NCATE & PDE to maintain consistency in numbering of all teacher education student teaching sections – Approved
3. ALTE/EDTL600 Introduction: Inquiry and Educational Change – Revisions for NCATE – Approved 
4. POLI320 Latin American Politics – Remove from Moratorium and Revision – syllabus and memo – Approved 
5. ACCT460 Advanced Federal Taxation – Revision and remove from moratorium – syllabus and memo – Approved 
6. CISC250 Advanced Microcomputer Applications – Revision – Approved 
7. CISC255 Database Design – Revision and Addition of Pre-requisite – Approved 
8. T. Brink read a memo into record that details changes that will occur in the College of Education and Human Services due to PDE’s Chapter 49.2 mandates.  (The memo is attached)  Briefly:
· The Department of Early Childhood and Special Education will split into The Department of PreK-4/Early Childhood Education and Department of Special Education
· The Department of Educational Foundations will be dissolved.  The faculty in this department will be reassigned to one of the above departments
· The Department of Elementary Education will be renamed to The Department of Elementary and Middle Level Education

· There will be an adjustment in the Department Chairs for the above as necessary

9. T. Brink reported on the faculty vote received for SOCW110 – Diverse Populations and Groups:  Addition to the General Education Offerings.  
· Faculty were notified of the 10 day period to vote on-line for or against this addition to Gen Eds
· 72 votes were received:  68 in favor and 4 against
· This item will now be submitted for administrative signatures 

D. CIS Report – The following report was unanimously accepted:

E. Accreditation Review Committee – Nothing at this time.
F. Curriculum, Program and Degree Development:

1. E. Winch: Brief Introduction – Sampling Strategy for Assessments of General Education (Gen Ed) Core Competencies; Reporting of General Education Learning Outcomes.  
These documents are a product of the Outcomes Assessment Committee, who referred this to the General Education Subcommittee:  E. Winch, R. VanDyke and J. Lindzey. The documents present a strategy for developing assessment for General Education and are a draft/framework for Gen Ed courses.  It is important for this plan to move through the UCC so the committee can begin in earnest to prepare for General Education assessment for Middle States.  
OAC approved the work of the subcommittee who attempted to be aware of the burden of General Education requirements on certain departments and tried to even it by spreading IL’s, WE’s and MC’s across various departments. IL’s and WE’s are across all competencies and all levels.  After reviewing the first plan, they feel that this is a more even assessment gathering distribution.  Department Chairs should take a close look at the documents and take them back to their departments for input.

T. Brink stated that this will be on the April 23rd agenda for full discussion; however, general questions were asked:
· Looking at the WE and the courses listed there, is this a full list of all of the courses that are WE?  No, the list does not include all of the courses.  It is just a mechanism to get the engine going—the subcommittee did not list all courses.  Is it a random sample? No, it is not random.  The on-line catalog was used to gather most courses; however, some courses are not offered each semester or year so they may not appear on this list.  
· There may be some writing courses that contain writing of a specialized nature and the generalized rubric may not fit.  It is the hope that some of the rubrics would be open enough to fit these courses.  The rubrics are meant to be a shell/structure.  If they are generalized to the point that asks, is there a noun and a verb, then they might fit; however, some of the writing may not be able to be assessed since it may not be a generalized writing sample.  Even in specialized courses, we need to know if students are able to write.
· If there are corrections, should they be directed to the subcommittee?  Yes.
· J. Meek added that if there are questions about the rubrics, they may be found on the Planning and Assessment website.  Go to Planning and Assessment; Assessment; General Education; Rubrics.  

2. T. Brink: 4 Documents to be sent to UCC Members, listed here, will be on the agenda at the 4/23/09 meeting for approval:
· Updated set of Rules and Regulations governing UCC – The ones posted on the web are no longer accurate.  Over the years, minor changes have been made and the set you will receive are the most current ones.

· Updated, clean copy of the Proposal Cover Sheet

· Updated, clean copy of the Syllabus Guidelines

· Updated, clean copy of the Syllabus Template
Discussion followed:
· In the updated copy of the Model Syllabus, have assessments and outcomes been addressed? Some syllabi come through some departments with these listed and some do not.  What is the requirement? As a body, the UCC has never voted to change that.  It has been brought up for discussion several times, but no motion has ever been made to insert a section into the syllabus guidelines to change this.

· But yet, it’s necessary for accreditation in some departments.  What has been done is that the UCC has acknowledged that it is necessary to include this for accreditation in some areas and has, in those cases, told the departments to include it.  If an accrediting body requires it, the department includes it and the UCC allows it.  This could be looked at in detail in the future; however, these forms need to be published/updated so this body has a starting point for the future.  In the fall, someone may want to make a motion to insert some language into the syllabus guidelines and the syllabus to cover the assessment issue.

3. T. Brink announced that the April 23rd UCC Meeting will not be in PUB #2; but, in Bentley S06 & S07.      
G. Unfinished Business:  Nothing at this time.      
H. New Business:
· Kudos were given to the education people who were involved in the NCATE visit.  LHU received a successful review.  T. Brink will pass this along.
· N. Hosley asked about the process a department should follow if they wanted to invite someone from another department to teach a graduate course in the summer. Does that still go through that faculty member’s department approval process?  A formal invitation is issued to the other department.  They discuss it at their department meeting and they issue a memo saying that they will allow the individual to provide instruction.
