A. Approval of Agenda:  The Agenda was approved on a C. Traister/J. Calabrese motion after T. Brink noted that the item listed as:  H. 1  New Business:  Should the role of the General Education Subcommittee be changed? Will not be discussed today.  The Outcome Assessment Committee is not ready to address this yet.  The OAC will approach T. Brink when they are ready to discuss this item.  
     Also, the following items should not be on the agenda.  These items were only received as supplementary materials for the memos that were submitted for the CIS and should not have been listed as separate items – Items D. CIS Report – 3.    ECED100  Introduction to Early Childhood Education – Revision – Change in Pre-requisites; 7.    ECED100  Introduction to Early Childhood Education – Revision – Change in Pre-requisites; and 8.    ECED150 Diversity in the Development of Infants, Toddlers and Young Children – Revision – Remove Pre-requisite.
B. Approval of Minutes from September 24, 2009:  The minutes were approved on a J. Whitling/S. Strayer motion.
C. Chairperson’s Report:  T. Brink provided the following report:
1. Special Education – Special Education Certificate – New Program – Approved
D. CIS Report: R. Myers provided the following report which was accepted unanimously:  
1. ECED – Memo:  Drop MC and WE overlays from ECED100 – Introduction to Early Childhood Education – Approved

2. ECED – Memo:  Move the required participation hours from ECED100 – Introduction to Early Childhood Education to ECED200 – Observing and Assessing – Approved
3. ECED Memo: Remove ECED100 as Pre-requisite for ECED150 Diversity in the Development of Infants, Toddlers and Young Children – Approved
4. ECED2XX Beginning Literacy – New Course – Approved with minor revisions
5. ECED – Memo:  Add restriction upon student registration for ECED200 and ECED212:  Must have current copies of ACT. 34, ACT. 151  and FBI clearances on the first day of class – Approved
6. HLTH – Memo:  HLTH353 Physiology of exercise, HLTH407 Advanced Human Physiology and HLTH451 Advanced Human Anatomy – Revision – Change in Pre-requisites – Approved
7. HLTH159 Essentials of Human Anatomy and Physiology – New Course – 1-time offering – Approved with revisions
E. Accreditation Review Committee:  Nothing at this time.
F. Curriculum, Program and Degree Development:  
1. S. Strayer reported that BACSIT is looking at developing another concentration within the Business Major in Entrepreneurship.  Details will be provided at a later date.
2. J. Meek stated that the item in H. New Business 1. Should the role of the General Education Subcommittee be changed? is a recommendation of the University’s Self Study Report.  LHU will be accountable to report on recommendations at a future time.  The report should be wrapped up in November.  If the UCC is deeply opposed to talking about giving the Gen Ed Subcommittee more authority, the next month would be a good time to hold a discussion on this topic.  Ideally, a recommendation should not be in the report if the University is opposed to it.  Maybe the OAC needs to be asked if they are ready to talk about this; however, it would be good if the UCC had a preliminary discussion as this recommendation is included in the report.  Comments were made:
· The item can be placed on the UCC Agenda again, but a request needs to be received and someone needs to lead the discussion. The OAC is not ready to come and speak.  
· Possibly the chair of the Steering Committee, since it is part of the Steering Committee’s report, could address the UCC about it.  

· T. Brink added that if the OAC is not ready, but a Steering Committee person wants to address UCC about this, they only need to make a request to have the item placed on the agenda.  

· J. Meek added that there would not need to be a decision about what the University is going to do, but the report can mention that the University is engaged in discussion about it.  
3. R. Myers added that the CIS is working on a tentative agreement to a modified electronic submission process.  If a consensus is reached it may cut down the number of hard copies needed of an item for distribution from 10 to 6.  More details will be provided later; for now, it will remain that 10 copies are needed.
G. Unfinished Business:  Nothing at this time.      
H. New Business – 
1.  Should the role of the General Ed. Subcommittee be changed? – Delayed until a future request is received to have it on the agenda.

2. Level of detail in the minutes of the UCC – T. Brink stated that it has been brought to his attention that the level of detail in the UCC minutes may be more than is called for in Robert’s Rules of Order.  The UCC does not have a parliamentarian and has used Robert’s as a guide.  If read closely, Robert’s states that that is what they are – a guide.  Question:  Does the level of detail bother anyone or does the UCC want it to continue as it is?  The ability of digital recording and subsequent transcribing allows for a greater level of detail in the minutes than which was historically difficult to provide.  Question:  Should the minutes continue with detail or revert to a more terse style?  Is it sometimes valuable to have the detail?  Comments were made:

· If it’s not an undue burden, why not continue?  Technically, you only have to include the actions taken in the minutes; however, what would be the reason to subtract the detail?

· The current level of detail has been found to be quite helpful at times.
     The question was asked if there is a motion to make the minutes more brief?  Hearing none, it was decided to continue with the current level of detail.
