G. Curriculum, Program and Degree Development: 

1. E. Winch reported that the General Education Subcommittee met.  They are ready to report on HLTH122 Essentials of Human Anatomy and Physiology, but have been asked to wait until the April 8, 2010, UCC Meeting when the Provost is in attendance.
2. E. Winch reported ART1XX (ART100) Understanding Art was approved as meeting the requirements of General Education and meeting the criteria for General Education.
· T. Brink explained that first the UCC accepts the report and then a motion is needed to approve the report.  The report then goes on to the President.  The item then must go to the faculty for a vote.
· The report from the committee was unanimously accepted by the UCC
· A motion was called for and received (M. Grass/J. Whitling) that the UCC accept and approve ART100 as having met the General Education Art/Music/Theatre/Dance requirement.  No further discussion followed.  A unanimous vote in favor was received.  
H. Unfinished Business:  Nothing at this time.   
I. New Business: 
1. Password protect the UCC webpage – require log-in using LHU username and password.  This 

would prohibit outside people from accessing our Syllabi/Intent of Developing Programs/Etc. before they are fully developed and have received all necessary approval.  A motion was called for and received (J. Whitling/J. Penman) to open the floor for discussion.  The following was stated:
· It was questioned if students would still have access to syllabi
· It was suggested that possibly approved items could be in a public area of the website and pending items could be in an area that is password protected.  This might not be possible unless an entirely separate webpage was created and maintained.  Who would do this?  S. Eldredge could be contacted to see if this is possible.  He has said that putting the entire webpage behind a password is possible.
· Would it be possible to make it accessible to anyone, faculty/staff/students, who would have a LHUP password?  This would probably be pretty straightforward to do.  There is no reason why students should not be able to see all of the UCC activity.
      A J. Penman/L. Long motion was received that we will password protect the UCC website and make it accessible to anyone with an LHU account.  The motion passed unanimously.
2. T. Brink reminded everyone that the next meeting, April 8th, will be the last meeting to submit proposals to be considered at the last meeting of the academic year which will be held April 22, 2010.
