Removal of ACCT460 from moratorium

Due to limited faculty resources, Advanced Federal Taxation (ACCT460) was placed into moratorium several years ago. Because of increased student interest, requirements for the CPA examination, and having adequate faculty resources, the accounting program is requesting that this course be reactivated.

Several changes to the syllabus have been made including an updated bibliography, modifications in the objectives, and changes in the major units of time and allotments.
The objectives have been modified to focus student learning on tax research, tax theory, and entity return preparation. The previous syllabus focused on tax theory and did not contain research and return learning objectives. The units and time allotments have also been changed to reflect the increased emphasis on tax research and entity return preparation.
