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Two of our objectives in Computer Science are to increase retention and to apply for accreditation under the auspices of the Accreditation Bureau for Engineering and Technology (ABET).  We propose the following changes based on the ABET standards, data from surveys of our graduates and current students and assessment of current student performance:
(1) Convert our introductory programming sequence (COMP160, 161 and 300) to Java and incorporate graphical user interface (GUI) development.

(2) Include MATH112 as a prerequisite for COMP160.
(3) Include more discussion of algorithm design in the COMP300 course and rename to Data Structures and Algorithms.

(4) Restructure the offerings in Networking to include a new course and to restructure our current networking courses.  The current package includes updated syllabi for CISC200 and COMP420 and for a new course in Network Programming.  We would also like to rename and number COMP420 to become CISC3XX Data and Computer Communications.  
(5) Incorporate C/C++ into COMP375 Systems Programming to support the new Networking course and renumber 375 to be a 200-level course.
