Revisions to Accounting Program Check Sheet

The accounting program is proposing several modifications to reflect suggestions received from students in the BACSIT Senior Survey and modifications required for American Association of College Schools of Business (AACSB) accreditation.

The check sheet has been modified in the following ways:

1. PHIL425 and MATH107 have been moved from the major core and are now the required courses for meeting the philosophy and math general education requirements.

2. One credit has been moved from general education electives to accounting electives. The previous requirement was ten general education electives and five accounting electives which does not follow in a primarily three credit course program.

3. Six credits of electives have been added to replace the core courses that were moved as general education requirements.

Currently, the accounting students are using PHIL425 and MATH107 to meet their general education philosophy and math requirements. Since this has become accepted practice, the program is being modified to reflect that practice.
Data collected from the senior survey administered indicated that:


“There should be more accounting courses available”


“More marketing courses and more accounting electives offered more frequently”


“More business courses directed towards accounting and more tax courses”
While the comments suggested that new accounting classes should be added, staffing levels do not permit an increase in accounting electives being taught. However, the addition of six credit hours from any accounting, business, or economics course will help address these concerns in the short-term.
