ADDITION TO BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION MAJOR ELECTIVES

The Department of Business Administration, Computer Science and Information Technology has voted to include COMP 160, Programming I, as a major elective for the B.S. degree in Business Administration.  This addition is intended primarily for students concentrating in Management Information Systems, for whom a course in computer programming will be useful to their general understanding of information technology.  Other Business Administration students may also benefit by selecting this course as a major elective.  The Programming I course has a prerequisite requirement of MATH112 or equivalent mathematical skills, which any Business Administration student would also need to fulfill.
