Program Change effective fall 2005:  B.S. Computer Information Science, B.S.B.A. with Management Information Systems concentration, B.S. Computer Science, A.A.S. in Management Information Systems, A.A.S. in Management.
The reason for this program change is to include CISC2—Information Technology Project Management as a required course in the Computer Information Science curriculum and in the Management Information Systems Concentration.  CISC2—Information Technology Project Management will be included as a major elective in the Computer Science curriculum and in the Associate Degree Programs in Management Information Systems and Management.  As reflected in the revised CISC306 Systems Analysis and Design course syllabus, CISC2—Information Technology Project Management will become the pre-requisite course (or permission of the instructor).

In the Bachelor of Science in Computer Information Science degree program, the three (3) semester hours will be taken from the five (5) semester hours of Unspecified Electives.  The remaining two (2) hours of Unspecified Electives will be included with the 10 hours of General Education Electives.  No other changes will be made to program requirements.
