This hands-on course emphasizes the operation and
         utilization of computers and related technologies aimed at meeting the International
         Society for Technology in Education (ISTE) standards focusing on pre-service
         teacher education.  Students develop basic teaching/learning skills through
         exploring classroom applications of recent technological innovations including the
         internet and digital imagery.

V.  Rationale and Impact

        A.   Rapid advancements in technology have yielded much research indicating a

   need for today’s teachers to increase their understanding of technology-rich

   instructional environments.  The revised course, while continuing the 

   fundamental basis for applying instructional technology and traditional media

   into teaching further, adds focus on the classroom use of recent technological

   innovations and increased use of the internet and other digital technologies to

   enhance learning.  As a result the role of technology in the teacher education 
   certification process is becoming more evident through the accrediting process.
   LHU’s  teacher education program is sensitive to the needs and requirements as
   mandated through the National Council for the Accreditation of Teacher
   Education (NCATE), the National Educational Technology Standards
   (NETS), and ISTE.  Faculty receive three (3) contact credits by meeting
   students in two phases: one large group setting and two small group settings.

  B.   This revised course is specifically designed for the Early Childhood,
         Elementary, Health and Physical Education, and Special Education majors.  It is
   recommended to be offered early in the student’s teacher education program,
   but no later than the sophomore year.     


 C.   No additional staff is necessary.
