II.
Course Description

Emphasis will be placed upon the psychological, linguistic, and physical development of children and their language and the relationship of reading to that development.  Those skills and attitudes considered to be the foundation for future learning will be studied and examined in detail, and students will be expected to reach an appropriate competency level in each area to prepare them to apply these skills and knowledges successfully to the teaching situation.  In addition to the skills, attitudes and knowledges students will be made familiar with those materials that are appropriate at the various levels of development with special emphasis upon materials appropriate to individualized instruction in reading.  Topics such as phonics, linguistics, basic sight and personal sight vocabularies, readability, and informal assessment of reading performance will be studied in detail through the use of appropriate modules.

Demonstrate at the 95% level his competence in selected word attack skills.

5.
Demonstrate a knowledge of the concepts of readability by the assessment of the readability level of selected passages.

6.
Demonstrate an understanding of the use of informal assessments of performance by determining the performance level of pupils on selected recordings.

7.
Demonstrate a basic knowledge of reading readiness, both as a developmental and as an instructional process.  

8.
State the fundamental aspects of the initial reading experience.

9.
State each of the instructional approaches to reading instruction.
