Recommendation to include PSYC111 as a pre-requisite to READ204

It has been recommended and approved by the faculty of the Department of Special Education and Early childhood Education that PSYC111, Psychology of Early Childhood Education, be included as a pre-requisite course for READ204, Primary Reading.  At present only PSYC102, Child Development, is the pre-requisite.  PSYC111 is an approved general education course; the course objectives overlap with those of PSYC102; and the course meets all of the Early Childhood Education SPA standards. 
The Educational Foundations Department faculty has approved PSYC111, Psychology of Early Childhood Education, to be included as a pre-requisite course for READ204, Primary Reading.

Therefore, teacher education majors in elementary and special education will have PSYC102 as the pre-requisite to READ204.  Teacher Education majors in early childhood education will use PSYC111 as the pre-requisite to READ204.
