The Department of Elementary Education would like to request a change to the Restrictions on Student Enrollment for the course READ300 Intermediate Reading.  

This change would be the addition of the following language:

“proof of completion of the the developing portfolio”

the final language for this section then would read:

 Restrictions Upon Student Registration: READ 204 - Primary Reading; EDUC 202 - Children's Literature; EDUC 204;  proof of completion of the the developing portfolio or by permission of the instructor.

Rationale:

This has been the practice in the past, students in the elementary major were required to have completed the developing portfolio to enroll in 300 level courses.  But this change makes the requirement more formal.  Other 300 level courses EDUC330 and EDUC335 have similar language.

We would like this to be effective Spring 2008.  Monitoring would be done by the Office of Teacher Education and the instructor of this course.
