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Revision to Reading Minor Program

The Educational Foundations Department at its November 15, 2004 department meeting unanimously approved revisions to the Reading Minor program.  These revisions effectively strengthen the program and make it more accessible to students from all teacher education disciplines.  The revisions entail removing EDUC202, Children’s Literature and EDUC472, Reading and Language Arts Block from the current required list and replacing them with READ323, Diagnostic and Remedial Reading; and READ443, Practicum Diagnosis and Remediation of Reading Difficulties from the current elective list.  EDUC202 will be moved to elective status along with the addition of ENGL235, Literature for Adolescents.  The recommended Reading Minor will be a 21 credit program defined by the following:

The dropping of EDUC472 removes a restriction that only allows elementary teacher education majors to complete the minor without substituting courses.  The addition of ENGL235 provides for students enrolled in secondary teacher education programs a relevant literature course.  The placement of READ443 in conjunction with READ323 provides students a full academic year of tutoring experience with children in the local school district.

A majority of the students enrolling in the program will have three (3) to nine (9) credits of the Reading Minor already embedded in their teacher education program.  Significant measures have been undertaken to provide students with timely sequencing of courses so that they can, with planning, achieve the minor along with their teacher education major within four years.
