Emphasis will be on
gaining critical understanding of works of art through contextualization and study 
of various issues related to a given genre or social /historical context.

V.  Rationale and Impact


A.  A primary rationale for the seminar course is to create a forum for art faculty 
to share knowledge related to their field of expertise or other sustained area of 
interest, (outside of the scope of studio or art historical survey class) by engaging 
students in directed study, research and intensive discussion of a selected topic in 
art. The educational purpose of the seminar is to stimulate higher levels of 
learning in our students by increasing their ability to synthesize course material, 
engage in personal research and demonstrate a critical perspective. This course 
shell has been developed to create a structure and establish basic criteria for the 
course which should provide a balance between three essential components 
appropriate to a seminar; lecture (sharing of 
personal research), immersion in the 
subject and class discussion.
