  Genotyping)

The faculty of the Department of Biological Sciences has voted to revamp the DNA concentration in Biology.  The Department requests that the DNA Forensics concentration be dropped from the Biology / Chemistry track and that the courses BIOL 335 and BIOL 404 also be dropped.  

As approved by the UCC and appropriate individuals (administration) this Summer (2008),  the NEW concentration in Biology (not Biology / Chemistry) will be designated as DNA Analysis Methods.  In addition, the former courses (BIOL 335 and 404) which will be dropped (see above statement) will be replaced by a combined UCC approved course designated as BIOL 345 - Advanced DNA Methods.
