Recommended change of requirements in Secondary Education Biology

The Department of Biology requests that Plant Physiology BIOL300 and Organismal Physiology BIOL410 be equally valid to fulfill the physiology component of the required Biology courses in the Secondary Education Biology curriculum.

Rationale:  Because of high demand for Organismal Physiology BIOL410 by all Biology, Biology/Chemistry, and several tracks in Health Science, the course is usually oversubscribed.  The Biology Department wishes to give the Secondary Education Biology students some flexibility to explore physiology using plant rather than animal models (which may be quite beneficial in future teaching at the K-12).  The course Plant Physiology BIOL300 is fully capable of fulfilling PDE and NCATE requirements in physiology.

Summary:


In the program requirements document, both courses should be listed on the same line separated with “or” under the heading “Required Courses in the Major Field:  Biology”.  See below.
