Restriction Change for BIOL102 Environmental Biology

The Department of Biology requests a change in the restriction of applying credits from BIOL102 Environmental Biology toward the General Education laboratory requirements in combination with BIOL101 Basic Biology.

Specifically we request that the clause “May not be used in combination with BIOL101 to meet the Natural Science portion of the General Education requirements” be removed from the catalog course description BIOL102 Environmental Biology.  
Rationale:  There are considerable differences between these two courses and the clause is not warranted.
