Re:

Math credit requirement change for all B.S. Biology Tracks

The Department of Biology requests a change in the required number of non-General Education credits in Math from 6 to 3, while still specifying MATH141 (Calculus I) as the requirement, but placing the other 3 credits into Biology Electives.  This change would be applicable to all three tracks in the B.S. Biology Program:  Cellular and Organismal Track, Ecology and Environmental Track, and Marine Biology Track.  The 3 credits required for Math in General Education are not affected (MATH107, Statistics, is still required for all Biology Majors).

Rationale:  Many students come to LHU ready to take MATH141 directly, not needing 6 credits to reach this math requirement.  If students need to take other math classes to reach Calculus I, then those classes should just be counted general education electives.
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
