At the October 21 Arts and Sciences Council of Chairs meeting, the registrar distributed a list of infrequently-offered courses and asked the respective disciplines to either eliminate courses through the curricular process or justify their continued existence through discussion with the dean and the provost.

The faculty of the Department of Communication have reviewed the list.  With this memorandum we propose the elimination of the following courses within our curricula:

JOUR 200 Mass Media Marketing

JOUR 210 Legal Writing

JOUR 328 Humanities Seminar

MCOM 220 Communicating Criminal Procedures

SPCH 434 Advanced Oral Interpretation

In all cases these courses have not been taught in the past six or more years, and the current faculty have no intention of teaching them in the foreseeable future.
