Change in prerequisites for JOUR 369, JOUR 488, and MCOM 330 from 



"64 credits" to "60 credits"
· The current prerequisites for JOUR 369 Internship read:  "64 Sh and a minimum 2.5 GPA."
· The current prerequisites for JOUR 488 Case Studies in Public Relations read:  "Completion of ENGL 100 and 64 credits or permission of the instructor."  

· The current prerequisites for MCOM 330 Cultural Studies in Mass Communication read:  "MCOM150 and 64 credits or permission of instructor."

All three of these courses were approved during the time when the university required 128 credits for graduation.  The intention was to ensure that students took the courses at the junior level (or higher), not as first- or second-year students.

Now that 120 credits are needed for graduation, we propose to change the prerequisite number of credits required to enroll in each course from 64 credits to 60 credits.  
The additional prerequisite for each course remains the same.  The course content will not be changed in any way.
