Proposal to change four Communication Media course designations for 


program accuracy and consistency

Over the years various courses have been approved and added to the Communication Media curriculum with prefixes that no longer align clearly with our current system for course designation.  In the Communication Media program, the JOUR prefix is used to designate skills courses, while the MCOM designation is used for studies courses.  

To bring all Communication Media courses into alignment for program consistency, we propose to change the following course designations:

· Change FILM 328 Humanities Seminar: Introduction to Film to MCOM 328 (same course title) – We only have two FILM courses and wish to phase out that prefix, incorporating those two courses under the MCOM prefix.
· Change FILM 410 Seminar: Great Film Directors to MCOM 415 Great Film Directors – In this case, drop the word "seminar" from the title because it suggests erroneously that this might be a liberal arts seminar.  Also, change the course number along with the prefix so that students do not confuse this with another existing course, JOUR 410.

· Change JOUR 325 Film Today to MCOM 325 (same course title) –This is a film study course and should have the MCOM designation.
· Change JOUR 328 Humanities Seminar: Contemporary Travel Literature to MCOM 328 (same course title) – This is a studies course and should have the MCOM designation.

These changes affect the course designations only.  There will be no change to the content of these courses.  
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
