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The Department of Criminal Justice and Paralegal Studies proposed the following changes to the AA Degree in Criminal Justice.  These changes were formally discussed and voted upon (approval) at the 9/13/05 Departmental Faculty meeting:

1) Remove the requirement of SOCW 102 Introduction to Social Work form overall curricular requirements for the AA in Criminal Justice.  The social work program, as a matter of capacity, can only offer this course to declared Social Work Majors.  These capacity issues were discussed between faculty in the SW and CJ programs.   It was agreed that CJ faculty would no longer advise students to take this course, even though it is listed as a requirement. As a matter of practice, since spring 2005, CJ students have not been able to enroll in their course and have taken 3 credits of elective.  This arrangement, although agreed upon by all involved faculty, requires submission of course substitution forms for all CJ majors.  Additionally, students find the degree audit confusing and attempt to register for a course, for which they cannot enroll. 

2) Remove specification of lab science.  Prior specification was Biology because it was a pre-requisite for SOCW 102.  Since that course was removed from requirements, there is no need to specify which natural science students must take. 

3) Rearrange elective credit distribution so they are broken into 3 credit increments (3 credits for general education elective and 3 credits of CJ elective) 

Passing approval of the above outline proposal has the net effect of cleaning up the AA in CJ Degree.  Making the above changes will change the CJ AA degree from a total 62 required credits to 60 required credits. 
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
