Upon completion of this course, students will be able to do the following:

2. model effective interview and presentation skills

3. exhibit successful collaborative strategies useful in building professional relationships.

4. create an electronic portfolio using LiveText

5. describe ACEI, NCATE, and INTASC standards and explain how they are able to be met in the elementary education program

6. explain how student diversity impacts education

B.   Activities and Requirements:  The students will work to create electronic portfolios in LiveText.  They will actively participate in discussions on certification, tenure and Act 48 requirements.  The students will examine the ACEI, NCATE, and INTASC standards and analyze how these standards are able to be met in the Elementary Education program.  The students will complete twenty observation/participation hours in diverse school settings and write an essay addressing how student diversity impacts education.  They will engage in role-playing to practice interview and presentation skills.  The students will present their Developing Portfolio to their classmates.
