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The Department of Elementary Education would like to make several changes to the Restrictions on Student Enrollment for the course EDUC202 Children’s Literature.  

This changes would be as follows:

1.  remove speech as a prerequisite - students have been having a great deal of trouble scheduling Speech in the first two years.  This would give them more flexibility in the scheduling of coursework.

2.  remove A. V.  (EDTF200) as a prerequisite - students would then be able to take the course at the same time.

3.  remove PSYC201 as a prerequisite - we would like students to take this course later in the program of study.

4.  Add the following language:


Students must demonstrate that they have successfully completed and passed the PRAXIS 1 (PPST) exams with scores as set by the Pennsylvania Department of Education at the first class meeting.

the final language for this section then would read:

 Restrictions Upon Student Registration:  Composition; Students must demonstrate that they have successfully completed and passed the PRAXIS 1 (PPST) exams with scores as set by the Pennsylvania Department of Education at the first class meeting.

Rationale:

Discussions in the Council of Teacher Education show that we must do more to insure compliance with rules and regulations established by the Pennsylvania Department of Education regarding the progress of majors in courses of study in Teacher Education.  One of those guidelines indicates that students should not be permitted to take major courses until such time as they have successfully passed the PRAXIS 1 (PPST) tests.  This course is early enough in our program that it would block students early on that are having difficulty with the PRAXIS tests.  Identified students can then be directed toward sources of remediation or counseled out of the major at an earlier date.

We would like this to be effective Spring 2008.  Monitoring would be done by the Office of Teacher Education and the instructor of the course.
