II.
Description of the Course:

This course examines the elementary school in its traditional form, as it changing today and i light of changes expected in the future. Emphasis is placed on factors responsible for the changes taking place—school organization and administration, scientific advances in our knowledge of learning and behavior, evolving roles of teachers, emerging technologies and patterns of instruction, and recent developments in American society. Includes in-school experiences directly related to the course. Required of all Elementary Education majors; taken during the first four semesters of the program.

Students will

1.
discuss how the elementary school is both a former and a product of a changing society,

2.
explain the difference roles of the child in the elementary school,

3.
discuss, contrast and compare the various models for the elementary school,

4.
describe the role of teachers' planning in the successful operation of classroom and elementary school,

5.
discuss the role of evaluation in the process of education and instruction,

6.
describe the interrelationships between the teachers/teachers, teachers/pupils, teachers/parents, teachers/administrators, and discuss why teachers must be able to work with these relationships,

7.
utilize the most recent technologies to search for information and communicate with peers and professional educators,

8.
prepare simplified lesson and interdisciplinary unit plans,

9.
describe the importance of teachers recognizing various types of intelligences within and among children,

10.
analyze their own speech and writing abilities as used in teaching situations and, where needed, improve pronunciation, grammar, sentence structure, spelling and speech patterns,

11.
formulate an operational definition of "instruction" or "teaching" and discuss the teaching process in the context of this definition, the development of the learners, the classroom and content -to-be-taught,

12.
discuss the many external, societal factors impacting on the schooling process,

13.
discuss the generalized requirements and challenges of being an elementary school teacher,

14.
describe and discuss the specific requirements of the Elementary Education program at LHU.

Activities and Requirements:

1.
Observe children, perhaps serve as an assistant to, a classroom teacher for at least 10 hours during no fewer than 3 days

2.
Examine curriculum materials in the classrooms and libraries.

3.
Prepare written observations of children learning in classrooms, scrupulously adhering to accepted professional ethics and rights of children and teachers to privacy.

4.
Keep a professional journal of observations while observing in the schools

5.
Observe at least on full-length session of the Elementary Professional Semester and write a summary according to prescribed guidelines.

Develop a primitive lesson plan.

7.
Develop a primitive interdisciplinary unit plan.

8
Complete an electronically based literature search using LHU's resources.

9.
Complete a telecommunications project using LHU's resources.

10.
Make at least one oral presentation on a piece of appropriate literature,

Complete at least one examination on all required readings.

12.
Complete a final summary of the course including a statement "Why I should/should not continue in professional/elementary education."
