In order to add the twelve credits of special-education courses mandated by the Pennsylvania Department of Education, the English Department would like to make the following changes to the B.S. in Secondary Education, English:

Changes to General Education Requirements

1. Make ENGL205 Introduction to Literary Study a required general-education elective; this course will replace SPCH220 Oral Interpretation

2. Make ENGL280 Introduction to the Study of Language a required general-education elective; this course will replace a three-credit free general-education elective

3. Make ENGL119 First Year Seminar a required course; this course will replace a one-credit free general-education elective

Changes to Secondary Education Requirements

1. Eliminate EDTF101 Social Foundations of Education

2. Eliminate EDTF205 Education Media I and EDTF310 Educational Media II

3. Change ENGL206 English Methods I from two to three credits

4. Add SPEC2xx Cognitive Development of Diverse Learners, SPEC2xx Cultural/Linguistic Diversity in Education, SPEC3xx Literacy Instruction Strategies with Disabilities, and SPEC3xx Effective Instructional Studies with Disabilities.

Changes to English and Program Requirements

1. Move ENGL205 and ENGL280 to required general-education electives as noted above.

2. Increase total credits from 120 to 123.
