Subj:
Creation of Secondary English Certification With Second Major In Special Education Requirements
This program was created because of the PA mandate that special education is no longer an area of certification by itself.  Those who intend to major in special education must declare a specific content area.  Presently, we have six majors who are pursuing this degree as a double major.  

For the English Education portion of the program, the following courses were eliminated/altered:
a.  EDUC 212 (312) Classroom Management was eliminated, because students will be getting plenty of instruction in this area in the special education content courses.


b.  Students will take either special education or English education first-year seminar (119).
c.  Since they will be taking many special-education classes, students are only required to take 3 of the special-education credits that current English education majors are required to take.
