Major Units and Time Allotted:
Individual instructors might group the works from one given genre or distribute them throughout the semester, grouping them according to theme.  In either case, each of the three genres should represent one third of the course:  Fiction (15 hours), Poetry (15 hours), Drama (15 hours).
