The distribution of the 45 hours will vary depending on the topic and the instructor’s discretion.  Typically, the course will involve close study of 10-15 different authors and literary works and the secondary criticism associated with those works.

Standards and Assessment
Standards:  

Grades will be awarded in a manner consistent with university policy, and will be based upon student demonstration of a mastery of the course material through such means as exams, homework, discussion, and papers.

Rationale  and Impact:

A. This course will replace the following existing courses: ENGL316 (World Drama I), ENGL317 (World Drama II), ENGL320 (Non-Western Literature), ENGL420 (Modern World Literature), ENGL410 (International English Novel).  Our majors will get a broad historical framework from the 200-level survey (ENGL220); this course will focus in depth on themes (religion, class struggle, women), genres (the Russian novel), issues (social protest), and periods (international romanticism).  The broader scope of the course will have two advantages: 1) it will allow us to take advantage of the special expertise of our faculty; and 2) it will make advising and scheduling easier.

B. This course is designed for English majors.

C. No other department will be affected by the revision of this course.
