II. Description of the Course:

A. Catalog description: A continuation of Foreign Language Methods I. Includes advanced methods in the student’s major field: continued campus and field experiences, including actual classroom teaching in public schools. Guest speakers, films, and special programs bring the students in touch with the wider world of educational innovation. Usually taken in the junior year. This group of courses is available only to declared education majors.

B. Comprehensive description: The content of this course relates to standards of the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages (ACTFL), Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) Approved Standards for World Languages, and the Interstate New Teacher Assessment and Support Consortium (INTASC) principles. Corresponding activities designed to demonstrate achievement relate to each objective listed under Exposition.
The course addresses—

INTASC Principle #1: Content Knowledge
“Language teachers are proficient in the language they teach. They understand language as a system, how students learn a language, and how language and culture are linked. They are knowledgeable about the cultures of the people who speak the language. Using this knowledge, they create learning experiences that help students develop language proficiency and build cultural understanding.” (ACTFL Standards and PDE Academic Standards for World Languages are also listed briefly following INTASC principles.)

INTASC Principle #2: Learner Development

“Language teachers understand how students learn and develop and can relate this to their development of language proficiency and cultural understanding. They provide learning experiences that are appropriate to and support learners’ development.” (Also ACTFL Standards 3-5) 

INTASC Principle #3: Diversity of Learners
“Language teachers understand how learners differ in their knowledge, experiences, abilities, needs, and approaches to language learning, and create instructional opportunities and environments that are appropriate for the learner and that reflect learner diversity.” (Also ACTFL Standards 3-5)

INTASC Principle #4: Instructional Strategies
“Language teachers understand and use a variety of instructional strategies to help learners develop language proficiency, build cultural understanding, and foster critical thinking skills.” (Also ACTFL Standards 2-5)

INTASC Principle #5: Learning Environment
“Language teachers create an interactive, engaging, and supportive learning environment that encourages student self-motivation and promotes their language learning and cultural understanding.” (Also ACTFL Standards 3-5)

INTASC Principle #6: Communication
“Language teachers use effective verbal and non-verbal communication, and multi-media resources, to foster language development and cultural understanding.” (Also ACTFL Standards 3-5)

INTASC Principle #7: Planning for Instruction 
“Language teachers plan instruction based on their knowledge of the target language and cultures, learners, standards-based curriculum, and the learning context.” (Also ACTFL Standards 2-5)

INTASC Principle #8: Assessment
“Language teachers understand and use a variety of assessment strategies to monitor student learning, to inform language and culture instruction, and to report student progress.” (Also ACTFL Standards 3-5)
INTASC Principle #9: Reflective Practice and Professional Development
“Language teachers are reflective practitioners who continually evaluate the effects of their choices and actions on others and who actively seek out opportunities to grow professionally.” (Also ACTFL Standards 1-2, 5-6)

INTASC Principle #10: Community
“Language teachers foster relationships with school colleagues, families, and agencies in the larger community to support students’ learning and well-being.” (Also ACTFL Standards 1-2,6)


ACTFL Standard 1: Language, Linguistics, Comparisons 
1.a Demonstrating Language Proficiency—Candidates demonstrate a high level of proficiency in the target language, and they seek opportunities to strengthen their proficiency;
1.b Understanding Linguistics—Candidates know the linguistic elements of the target language system, recognize the changing nature of language, and accommodate for gaps in their own knowledge of the target language system by learning on their own;
1.c Identifying Language Comparisons—Candidates know the similarities and differences between the target language and other languages, identify the key differences in varieties of the target language, and seek opportunities to learn about varieties of the target language on their own.

2.a Demonstrating Cultural Understandings—Candidates demonstrate that they understand the connections among the perspectives of a culture and its practices and products, and they integrate the cultural framework for foreign language standards into their instructional practices;

3.b. Developing Instructional Practices that Reflect Language Outcomes and Learner Diversity—Candidates develop a variety of instructional practices that reflect language outcomes and articulated program models and address the needs of diverse language learners.

5.a Knowing assessment models and using them appropriately—Candidates believe that assessment is ongoing, and they demonstrate knowledge of multiple ways of assessment that are age- and level-appropriate by implementing purposeful measures.;
5.b Reflecting on assessment—Candidates reflect on the results of student assessments, adjust instruction accordingly, analyze the results of assessments, and use success and failure to determine the direction of instruction.;
5.c Reporting assessment results—Candidates interpret and report the results of student performances to all stakeholders and provide opportunity for discussion.

III. Exposition:

A. Objectives: Upon completion of this course, students will be able to: 

1. demonstrate skill in creating effective lesson presentations 

2. describe the concepts outlined in the ACTFL national foreign language standards and explain how to adapt teaching materials to incorporate INTASC principles into language presentations with a view to language acquisition for learners K-12.

3. present a teaching portfolio (including Livetext or electronic portfolio resources) that can be used in marketing for a teaching position and demonstrate documentation guidelines teachers may be required to follow in order to meet school accreditation or state mandates.

4. articulate their own teaching philosophy.

5. use computer programs, language learning websites, other language technology resources, and the Internet to effectively present language to learners K-12

6. recognize and demonstrate preparedness for encountering language learners who differ greatly in their interest, ability, and prior exposure to language by suggesting ways to adapt materials for lesser and greater difficulty and for steering materials toward specific interests

7. demonstrate a commitment to continual development of their own knowledge of the language and culture they teach

B. Activities and Requirements:

1. Required readings, Internet development and research, classroom discussions, and related activities

2. Micro-teaching demonstrations of techniques of effective foreign language instruction in the classroom for elementary and secondary learners

3. Building a professional portfolio

4. Collecting artifacts and building resources such as a picture file, helpful Internet addresses, student web activities, and professional suggestions from language journals and other sources

5. Interaction with classmates in discussions in the classroom

6. Three weeks of observation and participation in public schools fulfilling a variety of prescribed experiences that exposes student candidates to the school as a greater whole

7. Fulfillment of a variety of course assignments to demonstrate proficiency in designing course materials and understanding of language presentation dynamics as well as to receive feedback from methods instructor suggesting improvements.

8. Quizzes, mid-term and final examinations

IV. Standards:

A. Grades will be assigned in accordance with university policy. Graded elements of this course include participation, lesson plans, language presentations, course assignments, quizzes and exams, participation in public schools, portfolio, and on-line coursework.

B. Student candidates must maintain 3.0 grade point average in order to proceed to the professional semester of student teaching.

C. Student candidates must demonstrate a minimum Intermediate High level of language proficiency (ACTFL scale) to achieve certification.

D. Student candidates must show proof of membership in at least one professional language association.

E. Student candidates must show proof of subscription to at least one appropriate foreign language journal.

F. Student candidates are responsible to read assigned portions of textual materials, interact within small groups with professional behavior, display a level of maturity that will allow progress to the next level of teaching, accept responsibility for their own learning, cooperate within the foreign language methods course, develop lesson plans and present lessons in class, complete junior portfolio and course assignments as detailed in LANG 313 class handout.

G. Student candidates must have valid legal clearances and health credentials on file with LHU faculty.

V. Rationale and Impact:

A. This course is an integral part of the education training for foreign language teachers and is designed to provide practical experience and training in language learning and teaching methodology.

B. This course is designed for language education majors.

C. Elementary and secondary education courses such as classroom management, educational psychology, and educational technology are other courses the language education majors need in conjunction with this very intensive course specific to language teaching.

D. Revision of syllabi required:

1. in order to reflect new foreign language standards enacted by ACTFL (American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages) Program Standards for the Preparation of Foreign Language Teachers, INTASC (Interstate New Teacher Assessment and Support Consortium) Model Standards for Licensing Beginning Foreign Language Teachers, and PDE (Pennsylvania Department of Education) Academic Standards for World Languages.

2. in order to remove references to secondary education and to incorporate elementary level language teacher preparation and field experiences into this course since Pennsylvania foreign language certification is issued 
K-12.
