Proposed revisions to International Studies major
______________________________________________________________________

The Department of History, Political Science, and Economics proposes several changes to the Bachelor of Arts major in International Studies. Attached you will find an advising checklist that incorporates all of the proposed changes, along with a copy of the current advising checklist for the major.

The following are the proposed changes:

1. The addition of two new tracks, a Human Geography Track and a Latin American Studies Track. Each track consists of 21 credit hours of coursework, as described on the proposed advising checklist.
2. Removing the 6 credit Language and Culture requirement from the Core Requirements.

3. Adding the 6 credit Language and Culture requirement to the Humanities Track (thus increasing this track from 15 to 21 credits).

4. Increasing the International Relations and Global Economy tracks from 15 to 21 credit hours, through the addition of 6 elective hours in international relations and global economy, respectively. We propose a new list of International Relations electives for this purpose.

5. The addition of ECON350 Comparative Economic Systems to the list of electives for the Global Economy Track.

Rationale

The two new tracks in Human Geography and Latin American Studies represent one of the top priorities in the recent International Studies B.A. program review. These tracks incorporate two areas of study represented by B.A. programs that are now or soon will be in moratorium and unlikely to be revived. These fields provide critical content and perspective for the International Studies major; maintaining them in some form is crucial to the vitality of the pursuit of international studies on campus. Their incorporation into the International Studies major will both strengthen the major and give these areas of study an institutional home at LHU. We anticipate that the geographer, the Latin American historian, and perhaps others with related interests will become central figures in the further development of the International Studies major. The addition of these tracks and their associated faculty will expand the range of students for whom the International Studies major is an attractive option, among both current and prospective students.
As proposed, the new tracks will require 21 credits of coursework. We propose increasing the existing tracks, in Humanities, International Relations, and Global Economy, from 15 to 21 credits as well. The increase to 21 credits per track allows for greater depth in the student’s selected area of concentration within the major. To accommodate the expanded tracks, we propose removing the 6 credit Language and Culture requirement from the core requirements and placing it within the Humanities Track.
