In discussion and writing assignments, students will practice and develop skills el interpretation, evluation, ana lysis, and comparison/contrast to apply to the studies of different culture. (Objectives 1,2,3,5,6; Activities 1,2,3)

Through their studies, activities, and discussion, students will develop an ability to better interact and communicate with members of cultur groups. Honors classes frequently have international studies who brin different cultural perspectives to discussions. (Objectives 1, 7$; Activities 1,3)

Develop an awareness and understanding of cultural differences in a comparative perspective.


Assignments require students to develop skills in comparison/contrast that are applied to study of not only various cultures (Western, Asian, African, Islamic, etc.) but also the interactions between them. (Objectives 1,2,5~6.; Activities 1,2,3)
