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At its meeting of February 10, 2009, the Department of History, Political Science, Economics, and Geography approved revisions to the course POLI320 Latin American Politics and removal of the course from moratorium. The Arts and Sciences Curriculum Committee approved the revised syllabus (with minor changes) on February 20.
We anticipate teaching this course every other year. It will primarily serve students in the political science major and in the new Latin American studies track of the international studies major. 

Other courses in political science will be taught with reduced frequency or placed in moratorium. The replacement of two political science faculty members in the last 1-2 years will result in some change in the program’s emphasis. The political science faculty is currently conducting a review of the major requirements and course rotations. 
The recent move of POLI365 Organizational Theory to the Business department (as a MANG course) will help to accommodate the resumption of POLI320. In the coming weeks, you will be receiving further proposals regarding restructured major requirements, the placement of courses in moratorium, and one new course.
