Proposed Changes in the B.S.Ed. in Secondary Education-Social Studies

The first document attached to this memo is a proposed new check sheet for the B.S.Ed. program in Secondary Education-Social Studies. Those portions designed to accommodate new state regulations and programmatic changes in teacher education at LHU must be made effective for all students beginning the program in Fall 2008 or later.

The proposed changes consist of the following:

1. Add 12 credits of SPEC (Special Education) courses, in compliance with new Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) requirements under Chapter 49.2 of the education code.
2. In coordination with the other Secondary Education programs, streamline and realign certain other teacher education courses:

a. Eliminate EDTF 101, 205, and 310 from the major requirements. Some of this content is covered in other courses. Some of the content will be integrated into SSED210 Social Studies Methods I.

b. Expand SSED210 Social Studies Methods I from two to three credits (new course is designated SSED2xx on the new check sheet) to incorporate content from EDTF 205 and 310. This anticipates a course proposal forthcoming from our department.

c. Change the requirement of PSYC317 to PSYC201 Educational Psychology. Switch the PSYC course with EDUC212 in the program sequence, so that PSYC201 is part of Block 1 and EDUC is part of Block 2. (We expect that EDUC212 may be revised and renumbered EDUC3xx. That possibility is indicated on the new check sheet.)
3. Specify SCI1xx Science, Technology, and Society as required for one of the lab science general education requirements. This proposed new course will enhance students’ attainment of an NCSS/NCATE standard.
4. Change the social studies “content” requirements:

a. Eliminate PSYC100 as a social studies content requirement. Other psychology courses required for teacher education are adequate to meet the NCSS content standards in psychology and meet the general education requirement.
b. Specify 300+ level courses for the 12 hours of History beyond the core History courses to strengthen preparation for PRAXIS II exam items in history.

5. In total, these changes increase the credits required for the degree from 120 to 123. To accommodate the new SPEC courses, the State System of Higher Education will permit its member institutions to require up to 123 credits for degrees in secondary social studies education.
