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At the April 14 department meeting, the faculty of the Department of History, Political Science, Economics, and Geography approved the attached revised syllabus for SSED210 Secondary Social Studies Methods I. The syllabus was revised and approved at the Arts and Sciences Curriculum Committee meeting of October 16.
The essential changes consist of the following:

· Incorporation of subject matter in instructional technology and media formerly delivered to Secondary Social Studies Education majors in EDTF 205 and 310.

· Increase in the semester and clock hours from two to three.

This syllabus revision was anticipated by the program changes in Secondary Education-Social Studies approved by UCC during 2008-09, which included both the increase in credit hours for Methods I and the deletion of the EDTF courses.
