By unanimous vote, the Department requests that the General Major in Social Sciences 

with concentrations in History, Political Science, Economics, and 

Sociology/Anthropology be placed in moratorium.

This major has very little focus within the concentrations and places graduates 

at a disadvantage with graduate schools or potential employers when presenting a rather 

vague degree.  We also note that a similar general major in the humanities was recently 

removed from the curriculum for, we suspect, the same reasons.

Currently, there are 5 majors, 2 of whom are seniors.  The remaining 3, although they 

would be encouraged to change their majors, would be able to complete the program.

The Department of Sociology, Anthropology, et al. has been consulted and is aware of 

our proposal.
