Middle School Mathematics Minor Proposal 
The Need 

This minor is intended to assist those students interested in teaching middle school mathematics (i.e., elementary education majors) with preparing for state certification in middle school mathematics.  This minor provides the necessary curriculum needed to pass the state certification exam in middle school mathematics (i.e., Middle School Mathematics PRAXIS).  In addition, this would allow elementary education majors to formally document a concentration in mathematics.  

Program Administration 

This minor is open to all students.  It is of most interest to any education majors attempting to document a middle school mathematics concentration and those education majors that may anticipate taking the Middle School Mathematics PRAXIS test.  

Faculty Qualifications

This minor does not require any new resources or faculty.  This minor utilizes the mathematics expertise that is already available. This minor will not require any changes in scheduling or the introduction of any new courses.  It merely serves to group a set of focused courses to demonstrate an expertise in a concentrated level or area of mathematics (i.e., middle school mathematics).
